For
swimmers 11years and older, lane and heat assignments will be posted at various
points around the pool and hallways. For swimmers 10 years and under, a
standard clerk of course will be operated. However, positive sign-inisa
reguirement for all age groups. Since thisis the first large meet that most new
swimmers will be attending, we highly encourage coaches to cover check-in,
scratch and meet procedures with their new swimmers and parents. Absolutely
no parentswill be allowed on the pool deck. Thisisarequirement of USA

swimmers. Additional copies may be ordered for $8.00 each.

Old,
10Yr.Old, 11 Yr. Old, 12 Yr. Old, 13 Yr. Old, and 14 Yr. Old. 13 and 14 Yr. Old
swimmers will complete together but will be scored separately. The top 6 relay
places be scored in the following age groups. 8 & Under, 9-10 Yr. Old, 11-12 Yr.
Old, and 13-14 Yr. Old. Scoring will be as follows:

Individual Events (including the 1650 freestyle): For their first top 12 finishin
their age group, swimmers will receive a pennant and numeric pin corresponding
to their place. After receiving a pennant, all future places (1% through 12™) will
be awarded with an additional numeric pin to go on the pennant. Individual High
Point trophies will be awarded for 1%, 2™ and 3" places to girls and boysin each

age group.
Relays. 1% through 6™ Medals.
Teams. High Point trophies will be awarded for 1%, 2™ and 3 places.
